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anet Nadel Morell was addicted to reading 
and literature. She volunteered in libraries 
throughout much of her adult life. Her motiva-
tion in doing so was not completely altruistic, 

as her library connection helped her to identify and 
read new acquisitions as soon as they hit the shelves. 
A devoted mother to her three children; Susan Cohen, 
JoEllen Morell, and Bob Morell, she imparted a love of 

reading to each of them. Even her grandchildren 
quickly understood her devotion to the printed word.

Janet’s connection with Niceville was, at first, as 
a visitor from North Carolina. When at age 79 she 
moved permanently to Niceville to be near her son 
Bob and his wife Venita Weaver Morell, her incredi-
bly adaptable attitude was exemplified by her remark, 
“I’ve moved before and I will move again,” followed 
quickly by the question, “Where is the local library?” 

“Mom always felt at home on the O-W campus and 
she was touched by the Adare Marie Weaver scholar-
ship established by the Weaver family in memory of 
Venita’s sister,” said Bob Morell of the year his mother 
lived in Niceville until her passing in March 2004.

Thus, after her death it seemed only natural that 
family members looked to O-W for an opportunity to 
establish a living and ongoing tribute to Janet Morell’s 
memory.
